  Creative Adventures (www.artinyou.com, grades 1 – 5, Mondays, 6 weeks, $110, starts 9/22) 
Get ready for some fun in art! Explore new creative ideas! Drawing, Painting, Crafts, and much more! 

 
  Destination: Anywhere! (Roundhouse Theatre) 

(Drama, grades K/1, Mondays, 8 weeks, $80 starts 9/22) 
Each week students will be presented with a new location—from the Circus to Ancient Egypt—that they 
learn about through imagination games, and then create and act-out their own characters and stories. The 
residency introduces students to a variety of cultures and different time periods while teaching 
fundamentals of theatre.  Destination: Anywhere! culminates in an informal (and informational!) showing for 
family members. (Spring session: Animal Tales) 

 
  Create Your Own Adventure (Roundhouse Theatre) 

(Drama, grades 2, 3, 4, Thursdays, 8 weeks, $80, starts 9/25) 
What if the Big Bad Wolf blew down the Little Pig's house of bricks?  What new powers would you give 
Superman to defeat villains?  In this residency, students create their own adventures by taking control of 
stories and characters, and re-imagining them through improvisation and playmaking.  This residency will 
culminate in an open session and informal showing for family members. (Spring session: 3, 2, 1 – Play!)
